Suitability & Use
You can use handmade clay plain tiles if the pitch of your roof is between
40º and 90º and they are fixed in accordance with the British Standard
Code of practise for slating & tiling BS 5534: 2014. However, if your pitch
is lower than 40º please contact us with details of your requirements and
it is possible we can offer a solution to guarantee the use of handmade
plain tiles down to a pitch as low as 17.5º. 

Our handmade clay plain tiles are used extensively across the UK on 

refurbishments and new builds alike. Our tiles are widely accepted in 
conservation areas and areas of outstanding natural beauty and are 
regularly used on churches, historic and listed buildings, etc.
